After 

a lot of deliberation, the championship was awarded to a tremendous British Blue Heifer from N Cooper&Sons, 

Troughton Hall Farm, Broughton in Furness which later sold for £2500.00 to the judge Mr John Pearson, High 

Plaskett Lands. Reserve honours went to a lovely Limousin Bullock from T Trafford&Son, Peter House Farm 

which sold for £2600.00 to Taylors Farm Shop Ltd.   

The sale was met by a crowded ringside of travelled and local buyers, with the trade roaring from start to 

finish. A big thank you goes to our sale sponsors Lakeland Trailers & Services, TL Dallas Insurance and Wadland 

Finance.     

The sale got underway with the feeding bull section, a pure bred limousin bull topped at £3000.00 from D&MA 

Wilson, Lamplugh Hall. Closely followed at £2800.00 from Crozier & Langcake, High Moss.  

Top price of the day was £3150.00 for a belter of a Limousin Heifer from MJ Wilson, Parsonage Farm – this 

consignor also had heifers selling to £2980. Bulls sold to a strong trade of £3000 for a pair of Limousins from 

D&MA Wilson, Lamplugh Hall. Bullocks sold to £2900 from MW Hewitson, Shatton Lodge.
