Tremendous Limousin cattle from P Edmondson & J Loan, Seathwaite, took the top honours on a pence 
per kilo basis, achieving 343.50p/kg (£2,043.83).

Strudda Bank. Cheviot sheep topped at £150 from TJ&EA Postlethwaite, Hollin Head, and Swaledale sheep sold to 

£119 from JA Ritson, Baggra Yeat. 

 

Cast rams met a solid trade, topping at £190 for a Suffolk sheep from RB Jackson, Croft House. Herdwick sheep 

rams followed closely, selling to £132 from AD Harrison, Brotherilkeld.
